Don Cunningham has been president and CEO of the Lehigh Valley Economic
Development Corporation since July 2012. Prior to leading the region’s economic
development organization, Cunningham served in a variety of key public and private
positions for more than two decades.

He was twice-elected Mayor of Bethlehem, twice-elected Lehigh County Executive, and
the appointed Pennsylvania Secretary of the Department of General Services in
Governor Ed Rendell’s administration. He also served as President of the Pennsylvania
League of Cities and as a member of Bethlehem City Council. Prior to his public sector
career, Cunningham worked for the Fortune 500 company, PPL, in Allentown and
served in the Moravian College administration in Bethlehem.

Cunningham has played a key role in the economic renaissance of the Lehigh Valley,
which includes the principal cities of Allentown, Bethlehem and Easton, and part of
the transformation of the region’s economy from heavy industry to a diversified
economic base with an annual GDP of $35.4 billion. He has been responsible for
managing budgets ranging from $50 million to $4 billion and has overseen economic
development and/or urban growth initiatives, resulting in billions in new investments
and the creation of tens of thousands of jobs.

Cunningham earned a Bachelor of Arts degree in Journalism with a minor in
government in 1987 from Shippensburg University and a Master of Arts in political
science from Villanova University in1991, where he graduated summa cum laude. He
was born and raised in Bethlehem, where his family has lived for five generations.

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The 2023 Impact Award is presented to The Real Estate Lab in recognition for their training and
supporting of our community's next real estate entrepreneurs. 

The Real Estate Lab was launched in January 2020 by City Center Investment Corp., the real
estate development company revitalizing downtown Allentown, Pennsylvania, and Lafayette
College’s Dyer Center for Innovation and Entrepreneurship. Located at 6th and Linden streets,
The Real Estate Lab gives local residents walkable access to the training, resources, and capital
they need to become real estate entrepreneurs.

The Real Estate Lab offers several programs at no cost, including a 10-week First-time Investor
Program, a Real Estate Entrepreneurship Access Program, and an Investor Club. Participants
are taught how to acquire, rehabilitate, and manage real estate and learn about the many
additional business opportunities in the industry. The Real Estate Lab’s comprehensive
programs tap into collaborations with Allentown’s most successful investors for the benefit of
participants.

The Real Estate Lab also helps participants develop the bankability necessary for success in the
industry. City Center established an Allentown Neighborhood Innovation Fund with an initial
investment of $1 million. Community leaders pool capital in the fund to be invested in program
participants through grants, low- or no-interest loans, and equity investments.

Since the launch of The Real Estate Lab, 27 students have completed the training and purchased
a total of 35 properties in downtown Allentown worth $4 million. Through a new partnership
with Lehigh Carbon Community College (LCCC), participants who complete the program can
earn college credits.

The Real Estate Lab recently became an official 501(c)(3) nonprofit, allowing donations to the
program to be made tax-free. The Real Estate Lab is just one component of City Center’s
“Building Community” initiative. Over the past five years, City Center has donated more than
$19 million to organizations in and around downtown Allentown.
